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Lionel’s Murray Cod 

 

Two and a half years ago, I decided I would like to have a crack at 

catching Murray Cod. 

 

The Problem I had was, I had never caught a Murray Cod and 

really didn’t know much about them. 

Sure, I could tie up some large flies, grab my 9wt fly rod and go 

up to Eildon and give it a go but if I did that and didn’t catch 

anything, I wouldn’t have known if I was doing something wrong 

or I was fishing where there were no fish. 

It seemed like a hard way to go about  it! 

I decided to do my homework on Lake Eildon. A lot of it was 

watching Videos that other people had done on YouTube. 

There is a lot of them to watch and some of them are most 

informative. I decided, the easiest way to go about it was to buy 

some cod lures and use my 6-8 kg spin outfit and throw lures 

around, a much easier option while I was learning about Murray 

Cod and Lake Eildon. 

I am definitely no expert on Murray cod but I will tell you what I 

have learnt over the last 2 years is that there are plenty of Murray 

Cod in Lake Eildon! 

I found the evenings to be most productive, to the extent that 

during the summer, if you are fishing in a sensible spot, e.g. steep 

rock wall or other structures like fallen trees, right on the evening 

or after dark, you are just about guaranteed a fish or two using 

lures.  

Fishing during the day hasn’t been very productive but I have 

picked up the odd fish. Fishing during the Winter is harder again 

but the odd fish you will catch generally are the bigger ones! 

I am looking forward to this Summer and transferring some of my 

acquired knowledge to the fly rod and targeting those areas 

where I have consistently caught Murray Cod last year on lures.

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Tranquil Rises Trip Report – 21st November 2020 

 

The first YVFF Club Trip coming out of the COVID-19 restrictions occurred on Saturday, 21

Tranquil Rises is a pretty fishing camp located at Flowerdale – just over an hour drive from 

the Eastern suburbs.

Very sad news to hear that Rick Keam passed away recently after a long battle with cancer. Rick 

was best known for his contributions to FlyLife magazine and Australia's Best Trout Flies Revisited 

book. He developed a host of great Fly patterns and this is one of my favourites. 

 

Hook: Dry Fly size 10 - 12 2x short 
Thread: Tan 6/0 
Body: Cream or lemon craft foam. 
Head: Fine Deer hair tied bullet style. 
Wing: Deer hair, raffia 
Legs: Knotted raffia marked with pen. 
 

An outstanding small hopper pattern which has acquired an almost mystical reputation. The foam 

body and colouring often presents a barrier to most people who want to tie it. 

You will need: 

Hook: 2x short, 10-12 (the short shank hook is important) 

Thread: 3/0 or 6/0 white or tan 

Body: creamish white closed cell foam. 

Legs: Knotted waterproof raffia marked with pens 

Head/thorax/wing: deer hair (note, fine deer hair is preferred, not the course muddler type).

I like this pattern as it is a great imitation of our mature hoppers. It is very effective when fished 

along bubble lines that run along grassy banks that may have under cut trout lies. Don't be afraid to 

drop this fly down with a splash. 
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Library 

Book Of The Month 

 

 
 
First and foremost, this is not just a book for fly tiers. This book is just as relevant to all fly fishers because it is a 

compendium of flies and patterns that have proven their value around Australia. 

Whether you tie flies or not you must have these patterns in your fly box. 

This book is the result of five years of intensive research to find the best flies used by anglers around Australia. 

The patterns within are those used by these anglers to catch fish. In many cases, they reflect the angler’s ‘signature’ 

variation to an existing pattern to catch more fish. 

There are over 800 patterns within this book, reflecting imput from over 300 successful Australian fly fishers. 

I believe that in years to come many of these so-called variations will develop to be established patterns in their 

own right. 

I have selected the chapters to allow fly fishers to more easily select flies for specific jobs. These chapters represent 

the best split of patterns that most of us use. However, the flies should not be restricted to the category into which I 

have placed them. One of the joys of fly fishing is to find a new application or angle to an established technique 

and to continually push and expand our fishing boundaries. 

More than half the patterns have never been published before and I know that they will help many anglers to be 

more successful.  

 

Peter Coulson started fly fishing in 1972 and has always been keenly interested in flies and fly tying. 

For over twenty years Peter has been involved in fly fishing and its promotion, including a stint as the President of 

Yarra Valley Fly Fishers. At Various Times he has been a flyfishing instructor, a fly tying instructor and a fly 

fishing guide. 

Becoming a professional fly tier, he formed the cutting edge company Dogtooth – which produces and sells unique 

flies to the world market. 

When not tying flies for others, Peter enjoys fly fishing in extreme situations. He continually pushes the boundaries 

and how and where to catch fish and then opens these techniques to others through the development of new flies.
