We spent many Sundays on the grass learning to become better casters and went on a few club trips
which were always great. | recall | think that John was baseball coach for a time before joining the club and he
really enjoyed helping people and as we got more into the club he took on the role as casting instructor which he
was very passionate about and brought to the club his own style of teaching and I’'m sure that there has been
many new club members that have developed and improved their casting as direct result of John’s coaching and
instruction.

We went 2 or 3 times together to Millbrook Lakes and these were great weekends away as we always had a great
time and was with a great bunch of guys and many fish tales came from these trips. | think it the last time we
were away and | remember John was struggling with his casting and not able to get a fish and berating and
doubting himself but there was nothing wrong with his technique or ability it was just that the fish weren’t
playing to the script and he felt pretty down but, we encouraged him to keep at it and things will improve. It was
just a matter of time.

It didn’t take long and on Sunday he landed 4 or 5 in the midday session with the largest being a thumping 8.51b
brown and knocking me off as | had been the clubhouse leader up till that point and | couldn’t have been happier
for John as it was without doubt his greatest fly fishing moment and rid him of all the gremlins that had been
plaguing him up until that moment.

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Fishing in New Zealand South Island
By Paul Davies

I recently returned from a wonderful tour of the South Island where I had planned
to fish in a number of locations. I started fishing in Twizel where the rivers and
lakes and connected by man made canals for a hydro system that provides 80% of
New Zealands power requirements.

The water in the system is is mostly glacial blue fed by waters from the Mt Cook
area and glaciers that feed into Lake Pukaki. Salmon farming occurs in the canals
and this is where trout feed under the salmon pens.

In the canals I witnessed bait, lure and spinning fishing and rarely a fly fisherman.
They are fishing for the escaped salmon and monster trout. I was advised by the
Guide that 2% of the trout in the lake, canals and river system are +30 |Ib and 5%
are +20 Ib! Enormous!!

In the same area I also fished Lake Ohau and the Ohau River. Fly fishing was challenging in the
conditions and spinning was advised. I was successful catching a 20 cm Brown trout and a salmon
parr, whilst the guide hooked, and I landed, a +20 |Ib and 82 cm Rainbow. What a Beauty!

Next I planned to fish the Lumsden and Mossburn area rivers however, inclement weather resulted
in fast and dirty rivers from prior heavy rain compelled the Guide to canel. I fly fished the Waiau
River south of Te Anau as an alternative without success.

I then travelled to Moana and fished Lake Brunner. The windy conditions made fly fishing
challenging from the lake edges. With a Guide, and fishing from a boat I landed trout with a plastic
lure. The Brown trout caught were 3 to 5 Ibin weight and measured between 40 and 50 cms in
length.

In mid November Peter Thackray and | travelled to Tom Groggin Station and on
the way home to Corryong staying at Clack Clack Caravan Park situated on Nariel
Creek, 6 nights in all.

We had beautiful sunny weather for the full extent of the trip with a little wind
thrown in, every now and then.

Tom Groggin Station is an Historical Homestead, situated on the Alpine Way
approximately half way between Khancoban and Thredbo.
*Google for more info.

The Upper Murray and Omeo Creek run through the Station and both have easy
access in most parts with stony beds and very clear water which makes it easy for
the fish to see you and as they are self Generating Wild Mountain Trout, they
spook very easily.

Stealth is the order of the day!!!

We fished both streams and saw no insect life on Omeo Creek let alone
sighting a trout, not even a shadow.

The Murray offered a little more but with no fish sighted and a little insect life such
as the odd Brown Mayfly, Midge and Caddis in late afternoon and evenings.
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We both had a few hits which were more so nudges and Peter played a trout for a
while.

In the evenings we sighted ripple rises, sometimes 2 and 3 at a time but only in a
small window of 10 to 15 Minutes.

Corryong was a little different as on the Nariel Creek, the further up stream you
go, the narrower the stream gets giving shallow, sandy, rocky bottoms with bubbly
and smooth water.

We also discovered deep pools and big boulders the further up we went and |
cleaned the inside of my waist waders when one of these pools got a little deeper.

The later in the day it got the more abundant and varied the insect life, and the
trout were rising.

Peter took a water sample and deduced that Termites were the meal of the day.

He landed a Rainbow and a Brown, Small but fought like fury which is always fun,
making a total of 3 including one on a Royal Wulff caught earlier.

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Trip Report — 16 November 2019

Goulburn River and Tributaries Downstream of Eildon

The concept of this trip was to enable club members to fish their favourite streams
on the way to meeting at the Pondage BBQ area for lunch and a chat to see how
the others had done. Then fishing their way home again.

On my way up I tried the Little River were it meets the Acheron River right in
Taggerty. It looks a great spot but with five stitches in the back of my leg which I
was not allowed to get wet I was very cautious and didn't fish all the water but it
did look a bit dirty after all the rain.

From there I moved to the Goulburn upstream of the Thornton Bridge, fishing
upstream for a hundred metres or so until it was time to get the BBQ on.

Four others Chris (Red), Terry, Craig and Dennis soon arrived and we discussed the
mornings fishing over sausages, coleslaw and chocolate brownies. No one had
caught a fish to this stage!

We discussed where to go for the afternoon with Craig and I heading for the
Rubicon. We approached the water after rigging, Craig with a nymphing setup while
I had a nymph below the Stimulator I had tied on the Wednesday night. I
suggested to Craig there should be a fish behind two large rocks in mid stream -
Craig entered the water heading for the other side spooking a fish from the first
rock so I cast between the rocks and immediately had a “take” but it was small and
wasn’t hooked.

We made our way upstream for a couple of hundred metres — Craig landed two
small trout and I had another touch - the footprints on the banks indicated the
river had been fished earlier so we headed for "Tumbling Waters” to finish the day.

I watched Craig fish upstream to the bridge then headed for home - He got a nice
28 cm trout further upstream.

Not many fish caught but it was a good day and a popular format which we will do
again.

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Fly of the Month

Foam Cicada

On warm evenings in December and January when the deafening shrill of Cicadas fills the air
with sound, a foam Cicada pattern should be part of your arsenal on the rivers. Cicadas are not
great flyers and often end up in the water. Trout love to eat them. You can expect aggressive
takes when fished under over hanging trees and along forested banks. The fly is best fished with a
splash to get the trouts attention, don't be subtle with your presentation.

There are many different species of Cicada and they vary in colour and size from tan, green,
black and orange and size 14 up to size 4.

Recipe / Materials List

Hook: 1xI to 2xl Dry fly in Sizes 4 to 14

Thread: 6/0 black or coloured to match your foam.

Tail: optional natural deer hair

Body: Dubbing or chenille to match your foam with a palmered dry fly hackle.

Over body: 1 or 2mm thick craft foam cut to the width of the gape of the hook, rounded
shaped end tied in at the bend, layer over the body and tied on at the eye.

Under wing: Optional crystal flash.

Wing: natural deer hair.

Head: fold the foam back about a quarter of the way back along the shank of the hook
leaving a slight bulge and tie in. Trim the foam at about the half way point of the
body to an angle over the wing.

Indicator: optional yellow circle of foam tied on top at the quarter shank point.

Legs: Silicone legs to match or contrast the foam colour.
