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Fly of the Month 

 
Woolly Worm 

 
Heavy and big, the Woolly worm is a great bottom grubbing pattern for both rivers and 

lakes. Lead wire gives weight and chenille gives the fly a chunky body. A grizzle palmered 

hackle gives life to this fly and in a variety of colours can imitate anything from caddis larva 

to stone fly nymphs. Tied on a long shanked hook with genetic saddled hackles provide a  

consistent fibre length along the entire length of a large hook.
